The Landmark Arts Centre at Teddington is a 19th century Grade II* listed building known as ‘The
Cathedral of the Thames Valley’. Surrey Sculpture Society’s Chair, Henriette van der Does com-
mented on the venue and the event:

‘It is great to be back at the magnificent Landmark Arts Centre to show a wide variety of sculpture
in these atmospheric surroundings - so spacious and light. This historic backdrop creates the per-
fect setting for our four-day Sculpture Showcase and Arts Event.

The purpose of the
award is to encourage talented emerging sculptors, with the prize going to a sculptor who has
shown individuality, creativity and flair in a 3D medium. The award is made in association with The
Art Academy London, which was founded with the purpose of benefiting society through art and
art education.
